		  • Print your name and Orange County Residence Address, as it 
	 	 appears on your registration affidavit.

		  BY MAIL
		  • Place your voted ballot in an envelope.
		  • Cut the ID Envelope Image along the black lines and glue or 
			   tape it to the envelope containing the voted ballot.
		  • If you desire, you may place this ID Envelope in a larger 
			   envelope for mailing.
		  • Your envelope must be signed, dated, and postmarked on 
			   or before Election Day.

		  • Complete the ID Envelope and Oath of Voter form.

Your faxed ballot must be received by 
		  8:00 p.m. Election Day.
