e The recall of current Mayor, Tri Ta
¢ The recall of current City Council Member, Kimberly Ho

¢ The recall of current City Council Member, Chi Charlie Nguyen

There are two sections for the voter to consider for each recall:
* The recall question asking if the incumbent should be recalled; and
e The contest to select a replacement if the incumbent is recalled.

You do not need to cast a vote for each section. You may cast a vote for either section or both.

A “Yes" vote on the recall question means the voter wants the incumbent recalled (removed) from office.

A “No” vote on the recall question means that the voter wants the incumbent to remain in office.

The second question on the ballot considers those candidates who are campaigning to replace the incumbent, if
he/she is recalled. A voter may vote for one of those candidates who are listed on the ballot or may write in the
name of a qualified write-in candidate.

If more voters mark “Yes” than “No” on any of the recall questions, the incumbent officer will be removed from that
office. If more voters mark “No” than “Yes”, that officer will remain in office.

If an incumbent is recalled, the candidate who receives the most votes will be elected to that office. That person can
be sworn-in to office once the results of the election are certified.

The right to vote if you are a registered
voter. You are eligible to vote if you are:

e a U.S. citizen living in California

e at least 18 years old

* registered where you currently live

e not currently in state or federal prison
or on parole for the conviction of a
felony

e not currently found mentally
incompetent to vote by a court

The right to vote if you are a registered
voter even if your name is not on the

list. You will vote using a provisional ballot.

Your vote will be counted if elections
officials determine that you are eligible to
vote.

The right to vote if you are still in line
when the polls close.

The right to cast a secret ballot without
anyone bothering you or telling you how to
vote.

The right to get a new ballot if you have
made a mistake, if you have not already
cast your ballot. You can:

¢ Ask an elections official at a Vote
Center for a new ballot,

e Exchange your vote-by-mail ballot
for a new one at an elections office, at
a Vote Center, or

e Vote using a provisional ballot.

Voter Bill of Rights

10.
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The right to get help casting your ballot
from anyone you choose, except from
your employer or union representative.

The right to drop off your completed
vote-by-mail ballot at any polling place
or Vote Center in California.

The right to get election materials in a
language other than English if enough

people in your voting precinct speak that
language.

The right to ask questions to elections
officials about election procedures and
watch the election process.

If the person you ask cannot answer your
questions, they must send you to the right
person for an answer. If you are disruptive,
they can stop answering you.

The right to report any illegal or
fraudulent election activity to an
elections official or the Secretary of
State’s office.
